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1. The Cable Television Franchise Ordinance of the City of Tracy, Chapter 6.46 Section 6.04, establishes the guidelines to which users of the public access channel, the City of Tracy, and franchised cable provider(s) must adhere.

2. Procedures and Restrictions
a. Procedures
i. Users shall read and understand these operating rules and policies and shall complete and sign all necessary forms before using channel time.  Failure to comply with these operating rules and policies may result in the forfeiture of the right to use channel time.
ii. When conflicts among requests for time arise, access shall be determined using the following priority:
1. First time users shall have priority over previous users.
2. Users from the geographical area served by the cable system shall have priority over users from outside the area.
b. Restrictions
i. Public access channel time may not be used for illegal purposes.  Users are responsible for being aware of the applicable state and federal law.  The City undertakes no responsibility for screening or monitoring programming.  Users who are responsible for illegal programming or information intended to defraud the viewer may forfeit rights to public access programming
ii. Users of public access time shall assume complete responsibility for program content.  The necessary forms acknowledging responsibility for program content.
iii. The following types of material are prohibited from public access channel:
1. Advertising material promoting the sale of commercial products or services.
2. Advertising by or on behalf of candidates for public office.
3. Material directly or indirectly containing a lottery or lottery information.
4. Materials which are obscene or indecent.

3. Programming Regulations
a. All program sponsors and producers shall be required to complete and sign the appropriate forms for each program prior to reserving program time.
b. All minors, under the age of 18, must have a responsible adult sign the necessary forms on behalf of the minors.
c. All programs shall include identification of the user.  At least one such identification shall be provided for programs.
d. The names and addresses of all users requesting program time shall be kept by the City in a public file for a period of two years from the date of request.

4. A monthly and annual subscription fee will be adopted into the fee schedule.
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5. Any violation of these policies and procedures will result in the loss of subscription fee.
